[13] [Paul speaking] “For you, brethren, have been called to liberty;

Only do not use liberty as an opportunity for the flesh, but through love serve one another.

For all the law is fulfilled in one word, even in this:

“You shall love your neighbor as yourself.”

But if you bite and devour one another, beware lest you be consumed by one another! | say then:

But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, self-control.
Against such there is no law.

And those who are Christ's have crucified the flesh with its passions and desires.
If we live in the Spirit, let us also walk in the Spirit.”
Let us not become conceited, provoking one another, envying one another.

[6:1] Brethren, if a man is overtaken in any trespass, you who are spiritual restore such a one in a spirit of
gentleness, considering yourself lest you also be tempted.

Bear one another's burdens, and so fulfill the law of Christ.

For if anyone thinks himself to be something, when he is nothing, he deceives himself. But let each one examine
his own work, and then he will have rejoicing in himself alone, and not in another.

For each one shall bear his own load.
